The Inspiring Inclusion Workshops
Total communication – Alex Kelly

Challenging people to think about how we communicate and how we often have discriminated against people with a Learning Disability by how we do it.  A practical session which will include information on how to use pictures to create easy read information. 
Behaviour that challenges – Ally John

This workshop offers strategies for promoting positive behaviour. It explores what we mean by the term ‘challenging behaviour’ and some of the negative assumptions that can be made about children who are given that label. It will suggest ideas for preventative strategies, identifying the triggers for behaviour, ways of remaining child centred, ways of talking with children about their behaviour and useful strategies for de-escalating incidents.

Labels are for jars not children – Ally John
This will challenge the concept of ‘PC’ (Political Correctness) and look at the impact of language on Disabled Children, their parents and the professionals working with them. It explores the medical and social models of disability and the language associated with them. The workshop will ask participants to reflect on the language used in relation to Disabled Children, as well as the power of the direct and indirect messages contained in it.  It will focus on developing the confidence, knowledge and communication skills to make the move towards using more appropriate language and encouraging others to do the same. 
Making activities deaf friendly

Want to find out how to include deaf children in activities? Or how to communicate with deaf children, from those who have temporary deafness or mild deafness through to those who are profoundly deaf? Learn some practical tips for good communication, take part in deaf friendly games and find out about the support available so that you can be deaf friendly. 

Working with people that are visually impaired
See what you don’t see! This workshop will give an insight to the range of visual impairments people may have. Through practical experiences you will gain an increased understanding of the day to day challenges faced and the things that you can do to help create success for all. 

In the spotlight: snapshots of good practice

With a huge range of activity providers offering inclusive activities in Hampshire this is a chance to share snapshots of good practice, so that we can all learn from each other. Successes and the challenges – an open and honest session which looks at how we can support and learn from each other.
